Al ‘in our pockets’!

On 30 November 2022, OpenAl created ChatGTP, a tool that
has made Al accessible to everyone. The most recent trend
regarding Al and AGI (Artificial General Intelligence) is the notion
of a pocket-sized device that will integrate Al and perhaps even
replace the mobile phone. A few months ago, Humane launched
the long-awaited Al Pin, a device that can receive messages and
calls, play music or intelligently assist using access to OpenAl
and Microsoft.

Al and education

Al in education is generating increasing interest and the use of Al
and AGI in an educational context has multiplied exponentially.
Some Al focuses on solving specific educational tasks and networks
are bursting with practical uses for Al in the classroom, providing
support for teachers and students alike. Al can personalise learning
to fit individual student needs. It can assist in the teaching of
complex concepts and provide additional educational resources.
However, it could also limit the functioning role of the teacher.

Al use and ethics

Ensuring the ethical use of Al is paramount, especially in education
where concerns abound about its potential negative impacts on
learning and information processing. There's a growing worry among
educators and academics about the overreliance on technology,
fearing it could impede students’ natural learning processes.
Additionally, discussions around the energy consumption of Al

are gaining traction. For instance, generating an image using

Stable Diffusion consumes a comparable amount of energy

to charging a mobile phone.

Als transformative effect on the workplace is undeniable,
yet the debate rages on regarding whether it's creating

or eradicating jobs. The legislation surrounding Al's usage
in education and daily life is expected to be a lengthy
and intricate process, with numerous ethical
considerations at play.
